A Bright Comet is coming - Stay tuned for SOHO images! 
[SOHO = Solar & Heliospheric Observatory] 
The latest prediction is for July 2007 to be the minimum for our current sunspot cycle 
but here is some action from the sun before then. 
The "spot a bright object' reference is for the Northern Hemisphere 

If you watch the morning or evening sky these days and have a clear view of the 
horizon, you will be able to spot a bright object with a prominent tail. That object is 
comet C/2006 P1 (McNaught). It was discovered on August 7th, 2006 by the hugely 
successful comet discoverer Rob McNaught (Siding Spring Survey)1. At time of 
discovery, the comet was a very faint object, but the predicted perihelion distance 
(closest distance to the sun) of just 0.17 astronomical units2 indicated that the object 
has the potential to become very bright indeed. 
Nobody really knows just what this comet will look like at its closest point to the Sun 
and that is where SOHO comes in! As you are probably aware, the LASCO 
instrument on-board SOHO has the ability to watch comets as they get extremely 
close to the Sun. Fortunately for us, C/2006 P1 is going to pass right through the 
LASCO C3 field of view about now. As soon as SOHO's cameras capture the comet, 
we will post images and further information on this page. In the meantime, you may 
enjoy looking at some photographs and check out the link below for further 
information.
