This is the third year 
that CWops has made these awards. Three awards were made this year.

Straight Key Century Club (SKCC) 
has been a very active organization 
promoting CW for 12 years through 
activities, awards, and helping 
newcomers.  SKCC, with over 18,000 
members promotes CW on the air as 
well as maintaining an excellent 
program for teaching CW.  Their awards
program includes 14 different CW 
awards.  SKCC operating activities 
include two monthly sprint contests, an 
annual straight key month, a monthly 
straight key night and a monthly 36 
hour Sprintathon contest. The CWops 
award was  presented by CWops 
President, Mac McDonald, NN4K and 
received on behalf of SKCC by Steve 
Szabo, WB4OMM at the CWops annual 
dinner during the Dayton (Xenia)
